  Today is the Twenty-First Sunday of Ordinary Time. 
 

  In Matthew’s Gospel, Jesus confronts the Apostles on who do people think He is; then he further 
inquires whom do they think He is. Peter responds that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of the living God. The 
question for us is what it means for us that Jesus is the Christ, that He is the Son of God. How do you 
answer that question? 
 

  On Thursday of this week, we will hold our first official School Mass of the year.  It also marks the 
40th year of  St. Clement of Rome School.  We have entered our Fourth decade of Catholic Education at St. 
Clement of Rome School and we want to thank God for what He has done for us in all these years.  We are 
especially appreciative for what the Irish Presentation Sisters of the Blessed Virgin Mary have done for us 
and the thousands of boys and girls whose lives they have influenced.  Further, we are also grateful for all 
that the lay teachers have done for us.  May the Lord continue to bless our teachers, parents and most 
especially the children in future years as well. 
 

  At last week’s Pastoral Council meeting it was decided to reverse an earlier decision of rejecting a 
gift of a Defibrillator we got for our Church.  The possible good that this machine may do for individuals in 
cardiac distress outweighs the problems it may pose.  The cardiac defibrillator is user friendly which any 
lay person can use, not to mention the doctors and nurses that regularly attend our Masses.  By way of this 
announcement, I would like to invite, those who would be willing to use the defibrillator, when needed at 
one of our Masses.  Please let me know what Mass that might be.  We will provide an introduction to our 
model and simple training, when we have a sufficient response.  We are grateful to Dr. Jerry Cvitanovich 
for this life saving machine. 
 

  We all know the destruction that Hurricane Katrina caused our parish, the $2,000,000 cost of 
rebuilding our nine parish buildings in addition to the damage to so many of the homes in our parish.  All 
this in addition to the even greater devastation in the New Orleans area.  We are also aware of the many 
gifts and contributions from Jewish communities and parishes through the United States, especially from 
the diocese of Rochester the Webster-Penfield Catholic Connection.  Further, businesses and individual 
parishioners have helped us to rebuild too.  In recognition of all our benefactors, we have appropriately 
memorialized them with a special statue of the Sacred Heart of Jesus including a plaque.  We have plans to 
dedicate the plaque on Sunday October 19th at our 10:00 A.M. Mass.  We will invite our donors, especially 
from Rochester to attend if possible.  We would like to provide living quarters for some of them if possible.   
Any parishioner who has a room or rooms that might be utilized for that weekend, please contact me.  
Thank you.  
 
It is most appropriate, that we in turn assist a parish in the Iowa area that has been flooded this spring.  A 
devastated parish has been chosen, pictures of which are found in our bulletin. We will have a special 
collection for this parish on September 6 & 7.

BE A ROCK 
 Peter’s history as a follower or friend of Jesus is 
a bit spotty. It might be natural to wonder if Jesus, in 
giving him the keys to the kingdom, didn’t feel a bit like 
a parent giving a teenager the keys to the family car. But 
it was at the moment when God’s power and presence 
broke through everything else to raise up Peter’s great 
profession of faith in Christ as Messiah that Jesus chose 
to establish the bond between the loving, forgiving 
mercy of heaven and our vocation to be witnesses of 
that love, mercy, and forgiveness on earth. 
 Like any parent, Jesus no doubt foresaw the 
failings, the irresponsible maneuvers or impaired senses, 
the collisions that the church would be headed for. But, 
most importantly, he also saw us at that moment as God 
prefers to see us: capable of manifesting great faith, 
with a willingness to remain at the feet of Christ to un-
derstand what it truly means to be Messiah and Christ. 
As the letter to the Romans points out to us today, we 
have not known the mind or the wisdom of God, but 
God knows us and still chooses to manifest the reign of 
justice, joy, beauty, and peace through us. Let this be 
our vocation. Let us always strive to be solid ground on 
which the church of Jesus Christ can be founded and on 
which it can continue to be built.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
 Eucharistic Prayer II is a popular choice for 
Mass since it is both simple in structure and short. It is 
written with a preface, which is the section after the dia-
logue “The Lord be with you . . . Lift up your hearts . . . 
Let us give thanks,” which introduces all the Eucharistic 
Prayers. The preface states the reason for the eucharistic 
assembly on that occasion, and there are dozens of them 
covering almost every imaginable gathering for prayer, 
some specific to feasts, others for Masses for the dead 
or for other needs. The preface attached to the second 
Eucharistic Prayer may be dropped in favor of a more 
appropriate choice, especially one of the prefaces for 
weekdays. The General Instruction of the Roman Mis-
sal says that Eucharistic Prayer II is best suited for 
weekdays or “special circumstances.” In practice, how-
ever, it has become the common Sunday prayer because 
of its brevity and its comfortable familiarity. It also in-
cludes an optional phrase for adding the name of a de-
ceased person remembered in the Mass, and therefore is 
often prayed at funerals. Article 50 of the Constitution 
on the Sacred Liturgy specified that the rites are to be 
simplified and restored “to the vigor they had in the tra-
dition of the Fathers.” The rebirth of this ancient Roman 
prayer is a worthy response to this call.

 Frecuentemente, los santos y santas son perso-
nas molestas que desafían tanto a los fieles como a los 
infieles. Tal es el caso de Ezequiel Moreno Díaz (1848-
1906), obispo agustino de Pasto, Colombia. 
 Nace en La Rioja, España, en el seno de una 
familia pobre. En 1865 ingresa en la orden de los agusti-
nos y es enviado como misionero a Filipinas. Luego se 
ofrece como misionero en Colombia donde busca reno-
var la orden de los agustinos. En 1895 el Papa León 
XIII lo nombró obispo de Parma, lugar en el que le es-
peraba un martirio moral de calumnias, desprecios y 
humillaciones por parte de las autoridades civiles. Sus 
mensajes y desafíos pastorales llevan a los fieles a un 
mayor fervor apostólico a tal grado, que incomodó al 
gobierno. 
 En 1898 buscó renunciar a su puesto como 
obispo para no continuar como causa de polémicas y 
problemas para la iglesia. El Papa no permitió su renun-
cia, más bien lo animó a seguir promoviendo el celo 
apostólico por el bien del pueblo. La polémica nunca 
debe desanimar a los fieles en Cristo cuando se trata de 
mejorar la vida moral de la sociedad en la que se en-
cuentran.
